Planning Commission
Comments as per review by Comeaux Engineering
This report, issued by the City of Broussard, is to determine general conformance with City of
Broussard requirements and does not constitute a certification by the City. This review in no
way relieves the Surveyor of Record/Engineer of Record from his professional responsibilities.
GENERAL COMMENTS (Not Subject to Waiver)
l. This proposed development is a 4.62-acre tract located within the City of Broussard. The
developer proposes to consolidate multiple tracts into one single tract.
2. This property is located in FEMA ZoneX (outside of the 1OO-year floodplain), FEMA
ZoneX Shaded (Within the 500-year floodplain), FEMA Zone AE (Within the 100 year
floodplain), and FEMA Zone AE-Floodway. Fill placement is prohibited within a
regulatory floodway.
3. City ordinances require that the Finished Floor elevation of the structures be a minimum
of 12" above the centerline of the road fronting the structure or 12" above the Base Flood
Elevation whichever is greater.
4. This property is currently zoned Neighborhood commercial and un-zoned.
5. A Louisiana Department of Health permit is required prior to commencement of
construction.
6. The developer is solely responsible to provide water and sewer service to the point of
service of each unit.
7. No determination has been made at this time as to the adequacy of the city water
infrastructure regarding fire flows or domestic water needs. The developer may be
required to participate in infrastructure improvements with regard to the city's ability to
provide acceptable water service to the development. The developer may also be
required to provide additional onsite infrastructure to ensure that the City's fire rating is
not impacted in a negative way.
8. No determination has been made at this time as to the downstream capacity of the city
sewer system. The developer may be required to participate in infrastructure
improvements with regard to the city's ability to accept sewer flows from the proposed
development.
9. Hydrant placement within the development shall be acceptable to the Broussard Fire
Department.
10. This development is subject to the current Stormwater Management ordinance.
Construction plans, Specifications & Drainage Impact Analysis shall be submitted to the
City for review. The proposed development shall be required to be constructed to City of
Broussard Requirements.
1 1. Perimeter drainage is required along the entire outside perimeter of the development.
This drainage shall be placed within private drainage servitudes and shall only convey de
minimis runoff.
12. Private drainage between lots shall be subsurface and shall be placed within a private
drainage servitude.
STREET AND ACCESS COMMENTS
1. The developer shall assign municipal numbers acceptable to the City of Broussard for
each lot.
2. Provide an additional 5' of road right of way along Main Street, to be dedicated to the
City of Broussard.
3. Provide an additional17.5' of road right of way along North Jefferson Street, to be
dedicated to the City of Broussard.
4. Provide 15' Sidewalk, Drainage & Utility Servitude along Main Street, starting behind
the additional 5' right of way to be dedicated to the City of Broussard.
5. Provide 15' Sidewalk, Drainage & Utility Servitude along North Jefferson Street, starting
behind the additional17.5' right of way to be dedicated to the City of Broussard.
6. Six-foot(minimum) width sidewalks shall be required along all existing public roads.
These sidewalks must be constructed prior to final plat approval. Sidewalks shall meet
ADA requirements and City of Broussard requirements.
7. A perimeter fence is required where a development faces a public street, park, or other
public property and must adhere to the requirements under Section 510.7 of the current
'Regulations Governing the Subdivision of Land in the City of Broussard, Louisiana'.
DESIGN REVIEW PROJECT CLOSEOUT
The City does not perform partial design reviews or issue partial approvals. Due to the
interrelation of all design elements necessary to construct a subdivision a complete design
package submission is required prior to the commencement of the design review process. It is
the responsibility of the Engineer/Architect of record to provide the complete design packet to
the city. With the above in mind, and in accordance with the provisions of the Subdivision
Regulations the Engineer/Architect of Record is required to sign and submit Appendix 1 & 2.
The execution and submission of Appendix 1&2 is a condition of Preliminary Plat
Approval. Design review WILL NOT commence until such time that these documents are
submitted and all of the minimum design submission requirements are met. There are no
exceptions to this requirement.
Final Plat approval WILL NOT be granted until such time that the requirements detailed in
Appendix 1 are satisfied. There are no exceptions to this requirement.
The Developer/Engineer of Record is encouraged to review the provisions outlined in Section
in accordance with this section if warranted.
OTHER CONSIDERATIONS
It is assumed that the developer is responsible for the construction of all infrastructure
improvements necessitated by construction of the development. City participation in
infrastructure improvements shall require City Council approval.
Based on the information presented in this report it is our recommendation that this proposed
subdivision be granted Preliminary Plat approval subject to the conditions presented herein.
